Preamble
This call for tenders and procurement documentation is processed in accordance with Act No. 134/2016 Coll., on the award of public contracts, as amended, and in accordance with other binding legal regulations. Rights and obligations not stated in this document are governed by law.
Written communication between the submitter and the supplier must take place electronically. The submitter in the sense of the provisions of § 103 paragraph 1 letter c) of the Act stipulates that tenders can only be submitted electronically in a public contract, as further regulated. In this context, the submitter points out that all submissions that the supplier would make to the submitter in the framework of this public contract in documentary form are ineffective against the submitter in connection with the above-mentioned conditions of the public contract.  
This procurement documentation is a set of documents, data, requirements and technical conditions of the submitter defining the subject of the public contract in the details necessary for the processing of the offer. The submitter established the tender conditions according to its best knowledge and experience with the aim of ensuring a transparent and non-discriminatory award of the public contract, while taking care to fulfill the principles of efficiency, economy and expediency in the management of public funds. In accordance with Section 6, Paragraph 4 of the Public Procurement Act, the submitter established the tender conditions with maximum emphasis on innovation and also in an effort to implement environmentally responsible tendering under the conditions specified in this tender documentation and its annexes, when the subject of performance is determined in compliance with Czech state standards for technology modernization.



SECTION I
CALL FOR OFFERS

Article I
Definition of the subject of the contract 


The subject of the public order (hereafter referred to as „PO“) is the supply of a drilling process simulator intended for training. 

The expected value of the contract is 3 090 000 CZK without VAT.

Place of performance of the public contract:  the Department of Geological Engineering, HGF, VŠB-TUO, at the address 17. listopadu 2172/15, 708 00 Ostrava-Poruba

Period of meeting PO: to 30 November 2023.


Article II
Data on access to tender documentation

Tender documentation is part of this call for tenders and is available together with the call at: https://zakazky.vsb.cz/.

Article III
Deadlines for submitting and making the offer available


The deadline for submitting offers ends on September 29, 2023 at 8:00 a.m. , while offers will be made available after the deadline for submitting. 
Making the offers available is not public.
If the offer is not delivered to the submitter within the time limit or in the manner specified in the tender documentation, it is not considered to have been submitted and is not taken into account during the tendering procedure.


Article IV
Method of submitting an offer

Offers can be submitted only electronically, using the electronic tool E-ZAK available at: https://zakazky.vsb.cz/ .


Article V
Qualification requirements
Basic Eligibility
The submitter requires proof of basic competence according to Section 74 of the Act in accordance with the provisions of Section 53, Paragraph 4 of the Act by an affidavit according to Appendix No. 3, i.e. that the supplier is not a supplier who: 
a) in the last 6 years prior to the start of the procurement procedure, has been legally convicted of criminal offenses listed in Annex No. 3 to the Act, of a similar criminal offense according to the legal order of the country of the supplier’s seat, expunged convictions are not taken into account,
b) has tax arrears recorded in the tax record in the Czech Republic or in the country of their registered office,
c) has arrears of insurance premiums or penalties for public health insurance due in the Czech Republic or in the country of their registered office,
d) has arrears due in the Czech Republic or in the country of their seat on insurance premiums or penalties for social security and contributions to the state employment policy,
e) is in the liquidation of property, or a bankruptcy decision has been issued against them, against which the compulsion administration has been offered according to another legal regulation or in a similar situation according to the legal order of the country of the supplier’s registered office.
If the supplier is a legal entity, the condition according to paragraph a) must be met by this legal entity and at the same time by each member of the statutory body. If the member of the supplier’s statutory body is a legal entity, it must fulfill the condition according to paragraph a).
· this legal entity, 
· each member of the statutory body of this legal entity and
· the person representing this legal entity in the supplier’s statutory body.
If a branch of the plant participates in the procurement process
· foreign legal entities, the condition according to paragraph a) must be met by this legal entity and the head of the plant branch,
· Czech legal entities, the condition according to paragraph a) must be fulfilled by the persons listed in paragraph 2 and the head of the branch of the plant. 

Professional competence
The submitter requires proof of professional competence in accordance with the provisions of § 77 paragraph 1 of the Act 1 by submitting the following document:
· an extract from the commercial register or other similar records, if another legal regulation requires registration in such records, or a trade license, if the supplier is not registered in the commercial register on other similar records.  
The supplier can replace the required document with a single European certificate for public procurement. 
The submitter prefers to demonstrate eligibility in the form of a link to the corresponding information system, i.e. a link to the website containing the required document, for example, the website of the commercial register. 

Article VI
Rules for evaluation of offers


The basic evaluation criterion is the economic advantage of the offer according to § 114 of the Act.
The submitter sets the following evaluation criteria:
Offer price							value 100 %
(the total offer price in CZK without VAT will be evaluated)

The submitter ranks the offers according to the amount of the total offer price in CZK without VAT so that the offer with the lowest price is selected as the most advantageous and the offer with the highest offer price is selected as the last advantageous.


SECTION II
TENDER DOCUMENTATION

Article VII
Technical conditions
Mandatory technical parameters of required components:

Basic areas of simulation – preparation and maintenance of mud system, struggle with pressure manifestations and management of dynamic pressures during drilling, induction of inflows into the well – adoption of the well, control of the process of guiding the axis of the well – directing the drilling, solution of differential pressures, hardness and abrasiveness of the drilled rocks. Suitable for teaching Petroleum Engineering students. All in English.
A model of a full-fledged simulator that uses a combination of physical consoles, a touch screen and a laptop (3D graphics). The simulator must consist of several consoles that faithfully simulate the technical and technological equipment of the drilling cabin, such as the drilling console (e.g. handling of drill rods or casings), the BOP console and the mud management console. All control panels that are not represented by consoles are graphically represented on the touch screen, providing a realistic experience for students. In addition to the basic drilling procedures, the software equipment must also include the simulation of stuck pipe material in the borehole or the solution of pressure manifestations in the borehole, pressure tests, loss of flushing or stuck bit in the borehole.
The simulator must therefore include:
- simulation of basic drilling processes,
- simulation of specific operations in the well,
- simulation of work with mud,
- simulation of washout loss,
- simulation of solving problems in the well (loss of mud, sticking, etc.),
- suppression of pressure manifestations in the borehole.
The delivered unit must enable the simulation of real conditions of control of drilling processes on a drilling rig under the conditions of training participants for Well Control according to API.

Article VIII
Inspection of the place of fulfillment

Considering the nature of the subject of the public contract, the submitter does not provide for an inspection of the place of performance.

Article IX
Explanation of tender documentation

[bookmark: _Hlk140610165]The submitter may explain the tender documentation if it publishes such an explanation, or related documents, on the submitter‘s profile, at least 4 working days before the deadline for submission of tenders.
If the supplier requests an explanation of the procurement documentation in writing, the submitter shall publish, send, or transmit the explanation, including the exact wording of the request. The submitter is not obliged to explain if the request for an explanation is not delivered on time, at least 3 working days before the deadline according to the previous paragraph. If the submitter explains to a request for an explanation that is not delivered on time, it does not have to comply with the deadline according to the previous paragraph.
If the request for an explanation of the procurement documentation is delivered on time and the submitter does not publish, send or transmit the explanation within 3 working days, it will extend the deadline for submission of bids by at least as many working days as the time exceeded from the delivery of the request for an explanation of the procurement documentation to publication, sending or transmission explanation 3 working days.
If, along with the explanation of the procurement documentation, the submitter also changes the procurement conditions, it proceeds in accordance with Section 99 of the Act.
As the entire procurement documentation is freely accessible to the submitter, the submitter does not and cannot know information about which suppliers have used unlimited remote access to the procurement documentation and therefore does not know all the addresses to which it should provide an explanation of the procurement documentation. However, the submitter always publishes an explanation of the procurement documentation, including the exact wording of the request, on the submitter‘s profile profile. For these reasons, the submitter recommends all suppliers to regularly monitor the submitter‘s profile. 

Article X
Terms and Conditions

The terms of the public contract are stated in the draft contract. The draft contract is Annex No. 1 of this procurement documentation.
The supplier fills in the relevant required data in the draft contract, the supplier is not authorized to make any other modifications in the draft contract.


Article XI
Requirements for variants, security deadline

The submitter does not allow alternative solutions.
The submitter does not require the provision of security.
The submitter sets the length of the tendering period at 60 days. The submitter applies the procedure according to the provisions of § 40 of the Act. 

Article XII
Requirements for the method of processing the offered price

The participant determines the bid price for the implementation of the entire order and the price calculation in the draft contract.

The offer price will be listed in the breakdown: offer price without value added tax (VAT), separately VAT and total offer price including VAT. The tender price will be processed in accordance with the call for tenders, tender documentation and other documentation containing the definition of the subject of the contract.

If the applicant provides a discount to the submitter, this discount must be included in the individual items (it is not permissible for it to be provided as a single item reducing the tender price). All items of the subject of the contract must be priced.

Article XIII
Conditions and requirements for processing the offer

A supplier may submit only one offer. The supplier submits an offer in Czech or English.
The supplier shall state his identification data in his offer, including – business name, registered office/place of business/residence, name of the person authorized to act on behalf of the supplier, ID number, VAT number, telephone number, e-mail (for communication during the contract award process) – see attachment no. 2 – offer cover sheet. By signing the cover sheet of the offer, the supplier confirms the binding nature of the submitted offer.
The supplier shall submit a description or technical sheets of the offered components, from which it will be clear that the minimum technical parameters set by the submitter in the invitation to tender and tender documentation have been met. Technical sheets can be documented in Czech or English.
The offer will also include other documents required by the submitter, including documents and information proving the fulfillment of qualifications.
The supplier‘s offer must not contain rewrites or corrections that could mislead the submitter.
The submitter requires that the supplier's offer consists of at least the following documents:
- completely filled out the cover sheet of the offer in the structure according to Annex No. 2,
- draft contract in accordance with Annex No. 1,
- documents proving the fulfillment of qualifications,
- sworn declaration of the fulfillment of the technical qualification according to Annex No. 3,
- description of the technical design of the solution, according to the client's requirements,
- other documents that the supplier intends to submit.

The supplier who has submitted an offer in the procurement procedure may not be the person through whom another supplier in the same procurement procedure demonstrates qualification. Part of the bid cover sheet will be the supplier's declaration that it is not a subcontractor through which another supplier in the same procurement procedure proves its qualifications.
If the supplier submits multiple bids separately or together with other suppliers or has submitted a bid and at the same time is the person through whom another participant in the tendering procedure proves his qualifications in the same tendering procedure, the submitter shall exclude him from the tendering procedure.
The submitter requires that, in the case of a joint offer from several suppliers, a written document signed by all suppliers (for example, a contract) must be submitted, which will result in the division of responsibility for the performance of the public contract. submitter requires all suppliers submitting a joint bid to be jointly and severally liable.

Submission of offer:
An offer can only be submitted in electronic form, through an electronic tool, and this must be submitted in accordance with the requirements set out in § 107 of the Act, with the provision that the provisions of § 107, paragraph 1, regarding the paper form of the offer do not apply. Electronic address for submitting bids (contractor profile): https://zakazky.vsb.cz/.
It is not possible to submit an offer via a data box.


Article XIV
Other conditions of the submitter

In accordance with § 36, paragraph 4 of the Act, the submitter announces that no part of this procurement documentation was prepared by a third party. 
The submitter does not reimburse the participants of the procurement procedure for the costs incurred from participation in the procedure.
By submitting an offer, the participant in the procurement procedure gives the submitter consent to verify and check the data provided in the offer. The submitter will exclude the participant from the procurement procedure if the participant provides false information in his offer.
The submitter reserves the right to verify the information contained in the offer of the tendering participant with third parties, and the participant is obliged to provide him with all necessary cooperation in this regard.
The submitter reserves the right to publish notices of the submitter connected with the course of the procurement procedure according to § 53, paragraph 5 of the Act (notification of the selection of a supplier or notification of the exclusion of a participant from the procurement procedure) on the profile of the submitter https://zakazky.vsb.cz/. In such a case, notices are deemed to have been delivered to all affected participants in the procurement procedure at the time of publication on the submitter‘s profile.
In order to properly award a public contract, the submitter is obliged to process personal data, in cases where the law expressly requires or allows the submitter to do so. In addition, the submitter may also process personal data, the processing of which is not expressly required by law, but the processing of which is necessary for the fulfillment of the legal obligation of the submitter, i.e. for the proper award of a public contract. When processing personal data, the submitter always proceeds in accordance with the applicable legislation.
All conditions and information regarding the electronic tool, including information on the use of the electronic signature, are available in the user manual and manual of the electronic signature at: https://zakazky.vsb.cz/manual.html (especially in the document User manual, point "Registration suppliers" and the point "Electronic offers and requests for participation").

The submitter of the supplier points out that the electronic tool E-ZAK is connected to the Central database of suppliers (CDD) of the FEN.cz portal, where the registration and administration of supplier accounts also take place. If the supplier already has an account (registered) in E-ZAK but has not yet been connected to the Central Supplier Database of the FEN platform, then they can use the account connection directly in E-ZAK. The contractor points out that the registration will not take place immediately and the registration process may take up to 48 hours (in the case of working days).
The submitter prepared this procurement documentation according to its best knowledge and experience in the field of public procurement with the aim of ensuring a transparent, non-discriminatory, reasonable and economical public procurement award. Despite the best care, the submitter cannot rule out the future opinion of the supervisory authority on the facts and processes adjusted in the procurement documentation, which may be different from the opinion of the submitter.
The submitter further draws the supplier's attention to the fact that the procurement documentation is a summary of the client's requirements, and not a final summary of all requirements resulting from generally binding standards. The supplier must therefore always comply not only with the requirements contained in the procurement documentation, but also with the provisions of the relevant generally binding standards when processing his offer.
According to § 4b of Act No. 159/2006 Coll., on conflict of interests, as amended (hereinafter referred to as "ZSZ"), the submitter is prohibited from awarding a public contract to a supplier that is a trading company in which a public official listed in § 2 paragraph 1 letter c) ZSZ or a person controlled by it owns a share representing at least 25% of the partner's participation in the company.
For this reason, the submitter requires the supplier to honestly declare that it is not a supplier to which the above prohibition would apply - see attachment no. 2 Cover sheet of the offer.
According to Article 5k of EU Council Regulation No. 2022/576 of 8 April 2022, which amends Regulation (EU) No. 833/2014, on restrictive measures due to Russia's activities destabilizing the situation in Ukraine, the submitter is prohibited from entering a public contract to a supplier that is from Russia, is more than 50% owned by a Russian entity, acts on behalf of or at the direction of a Russian entity, or has subcontractors from Russia.
For this reason, the submitter requires the supplier to honestly declare that it is not a supplier to which the above prohibition would apply - see attachment no. 2 Cover sheet of the offer.
During the entire procurement procedure, the supplier is obliged to submit all the documents required in this procurement documentation, in the call for proposals or as required by law.
